H1N1 FLU (Swine Flu) ADVISORY 

 
It has been reported to us that one of our first grade students has recently been diagnosed with the H1N1 Flu. While it has 
not yet been confirmed, the doctor strongly suspects it and we wanted to keep you informed. We have consulted the Office 
of Catholic Schools for advice on how to handle this matter.  Our school will remain open, as current government policy 
dictates, but we will take extra precautionary steps to minimize the spread of this virus. 
 
These are the actions that the school and parents should take to minimize the spread of this disease: 
 

1. All parents are asked to closely monitor their child’s physical condition. The primary symptoms for the disease are: 
fever, cough, sore throat, runny or stuffy nose, body aches, headache, chills, fatigue and sometimes diarrhea and 
vomiting. 

2. We recommend that you isolate your child if they develop one or more of these symptoms. Secondly, please 
consult your pediatrician at once if you suspect that your child has this N1H1 flu. 

3. Please notify the school office/administration so that we can keep track of the number of children affected by this 
flu.  

4. Parents are required to keep their infected child home at least 24 hours after the fever has broken. (Some doctors 
are requiring up to a week after the fever is gone.) 

5. At school, we will require students to wash their hands several times a day.  Faculty & staff will be asked to wipe 
down student desks, door knobs, and other common areas daily. 

6. The school will continue to monitor this situation and will keep our families informed weekly about this matter. We 
will work closely with the Office of Catholic Schools and other agencies to monitor this situation and minimize the 
spread of this disease.
